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Sarah Bertrand-Hamel (née 1981) a obtenu son baccalauréat en beaux-arts a
’'Université Laval en 2006 et sa maitrise en arts a I'Université Concordia en 2014.
Curieuse et attentive aux matériaux qu’elle utilise, elle a développé un intérét pour la
fabrication du papier, qui est devenu une part essentielle a sa pratique. En 2017, elle
remporta le premier prix a la biennale d’art textile contemporain Valcellina en Italie ainsi
qu’a la 38e édition de Paper in particular aux Etats-Unis. Son travail a été présenté
dans des expositions au Canada et a l'international, entre autres au Japon ou elle a
étudié la méthode japonaise de fabrication du papier dans le cadre de deux résidences
d’artiste. Ses ceuvres font partie de collections publiques et privées dont celles du
Musée national des beaux-arts du Québec et du Musée national de la céramique au
Mexique. Sarah Bertrand-Hamel vit et travaille a Montréal.

Travaillant majoritairement avec le support papier, Bertrand-Hamel est inspirée par la
transformation, le mouvement perpétuel et I'’émergence incessante d’étres et de choses
qui s’intégrent les uns aux autres pour exister sous de nouvelles formes. Ses ceuvres
en papier, souvent peintes et cousues a partir de cordes et de filets de péche usés,
évoquent des transitions et des potentialités renouvelées. Ses recherches les plus
récentes, motivées par le désir de se connecter a la source des fibres qu’elle utilise,
sont liées aux plantes, ou elle observe attentivement leur croissance et leur
désintégration.
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Sarah Bertrand-Hamel (b. 1981) obtained her bachelors in Fine Arts at Université Laval in
2006 and her Masters of Fine Arts at Concordia University in 2014. Curious and attentive to the
materials she uses, she developed a great interest for papermaking, which became
fundamental to her art practice. In 2017, she was the first prize winner of the Valcellina Award
(Italy) and of the Paper in Particular annual exhibition (United States). Her work has been
exhibited in Canada and internationally, recently in Japan where she also studied Japanese
papermaking as part of two artist residencies. Her works are featured in public and private
collections, including the Musée national des beaux-arts du Québec (Canada) and the Museo
national de la ceramica (Mexico). Sarah Bertrand-Hamel lives and works in Montreal.

Working primarily with paper, Bertrand-Hamel is inspired by its material transformations and its
renewed potentialities through reconstruction. She is interested in the notion of transition,
perpetual movement, and the unceasing emergence of beings and things which are integrating
into one another to exist in new forms. Often using discarded ropes and fishing nets in her
sculptures, her more recent practice revolves around plants, from growth to decay, in order to
get closer to the source of the fibers she uses.
